Pre-application conferences are required in accordance with JCC Chapter 18.40.090(2) for
projects including, but not limited to:

1. All Type Il and Type Il project applications;

2. Type | project applications proposing impervious surfaces of 10,000 square feet or more
and/or non-single-family structures of 5,000 square feet or more.

3. All projects involving in-water work or work below the ordinary high-water mark.

B. Pre-application conferences for all types of applications not listed in A above or specified by
JCC Chapter 18.40.090(2) are strongly encouraged, and requests for conferences will be
considered by the Administrator on a time-available basis.
