Port of Garfield Columbia Pulp Pilot Project

Description of proposal:

Columbia Pulp is proposing to construct and operate a pilot plant that will convert straw into pulp and other marketable
co-products. Pilot plant operations will be conducted indoors in an approximately 20,000-square-foot building leased
from the Port of Garfield in Pomeroy, Washington. The leased building sits on the Port’s 30-acre DSP industrial site.
Columbia Pulp pilot plant operations will be constrained to the existing 20,000-square-foot leased building.

Proponent Garfield County Port District

The proposed project location is an existing building — approximately 20,000 square feet in size — located on the Port of
Garfield County’s 30-acre DSP Site at 141 West High Street, Pomeroy, Washington 99347. The building is located in
the northeastern portion of Garfield County Parcel No. 80703604411450000, north of High Street and west of South 1st
Street.
