The Department of Ecology (Ecology) is issuing this Notice of Violation to Intalco Primary Metals
Intalco Works (Intalco) for violating provisions of:

e Air Operating Permit (AOP) No. 0002950

e Chapter 173-401 Washington Administrative Code (WAC) - Operating Permit
Regulation

e Chapter 70.94 Revised Code of Washington (RCW) - Washington Clean Air Act

Ecology has the authority to issue this Notice of Violation under RCW 70.94.141, RCW
70.94.331, and RCW 70.94.332.

Intalco facility produces up to 307,000 tons per year of primary aluminum that is sold as
aluminum foundry ingot, pig, or sow. The air emissions from the emission units at Intalco are
regulated by AOP No. 0002950.

Condition D16 of Intalco’s AOP specifies that the TF emissions shall not exceed 1.6 1b TF/ton of
aluminum produced (Al)/potline (averaged over a month). Intalco reported a value of 2.1 Ib
TF/ton Al for Potline A in their October 2017 Monthly Air Monitoring Report. Intalco reported
values of 1.9, 2.0 and 1.9 Ib TF/ton Al for Potline B in their September and October 2017 and
February 2018 Monthly Air Monitoring Reports respectively. Intalco reported a value of 2.1 1b
TF/ton Al for Potline C in their February 2018 Monthly Air Monitoring Report. These violations
are not Federally Reportable Violations and do not meet EPA’s criteria for a High Priority
Violation. ‘

The MACT Particulate Matter (PM) limit in 40 CFR 63.843(a)(3)(iv) became effective on
October 15,2015. The compliance deadline was November 30, 2017. 40 CFR 63.843(a)(3)(iv)
specifies that the PM emissions shall not exceed 4.9 Ib PM/ton Al/potline (averaged over a
month). The required monitoring frequency is once/year. The PM MACT limit will be
incorporated into Intalco’s AOP during the permit renewal process.

Intalco conducted their first source test on the potlines in October 2017 to demonstrate
compliance with the new MACT PM standard.
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The test result for Potline A, 7.2 Ib PM/ton Al, exceeded the MACT PM limit (as reported in
“Updated Notification of Compliance Status-Alcoa Intalco Works, Ferndale WA, Subject to
Regulation Under Title 40, Part 63, Subpart LL, National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air
Pollutants for Primary Aluminum Reduction Plants (PMACT)”. The updated report was dated
January 22, 2018 and received on January 26, 2018. This violation is a Federally Reportable
Violation and meets EPA’s criteria for a High Priority Violation. Intalco conducted a second
source test on Potline A in March 2018. The result, 4.5 Ib PM/ton Al, demonstrated compliance
with the MACT PM limit. Ecology received the March 2018 source test report on May 29, 2018.

Conditions B5 and D8 of Intalco’s AOP specify that the combined total fluoride (TF) emissions
from the potline’s primary and secondary controls and bake oven baghouse shall not exceed 1.6
Ib TF/ton Al (3-month average). Intalco reported values of 1.7 Ib TF/ton Al in their February,
March and April 2018 Monthly Air Monitoring Reports. These violations are Federally
Reportable Violations and meet EPA’s criteria for a High Priority Violation.

Intalco staff notified Ecology of the violations in the respective Monthly Air Monitoring reports
and source test report discussed in the Findings of Fact above.
